1. Organizing Authority
The event is being organized by the Gimli Yacht Club. 

2. Rules
The regatta will be governed by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing, the Prescriptions of the Canadian Yachting Association, the rules of the classes concerned, except as any of these altered by the Sailing Instructions.
3. Advertising

Advertising will be unrestricted to Category C.
4. Eligibility
At registration, competitors must show proof of membership in a club which is currently a member in good standing of the CYA (a card is the normal method of proof).  All sailors must be members of their respective class associations where applicable.

5. Fleets


Starts will consist of an Open Class and an Optimist Class.  The Open Class will be scored using   the Portsmouth wind dependent handicap numbers. A separate Opti fleet will be held if 3 or more competitors register.
6. Measurement

Sail and blade measurements will not be required at this regatta. The onus is on the sailors to ensure their dinghies meet class rules. Ensure that sail numbers are applied correctly to ensure they are easily readable from both starboard and port side of the dinghy.

7. Race Schedule
7.1 
There are 5 races scheduled for each class.

7.2 
The warning signal for the first race of the day of competition will be at 1030 hr

7.3 
The schedule of races will be contained in the Sailing Instructions. No race will be started after 1430 hr.

7.4 
A Competitor’s meeting will be held at 0900 hr at the Yacht Club deck. 

8. Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions will be available during on-site registration beginning at 8:30am. 

9. Courses

The race courses to be sailed will be in accordance with the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing, Addendum A. A modified Windward-Leeward course will be used. The Sailing Instructions will explicitly describe the course. 

10. Scoring

10.1
Scoring shall be for the Open Fleet and the Optimist Fleet, as well as individual first, second and third for the double handed, single handed and Optimists. 

10.2 
The low point scoring system, Appendix A4, will be used except as modified below10.4. and 10.5 
10.3 
One race shall be completed to constitute a series.  

10.4 
If 4 or less races are completed, each boat’s total score will be the sum of her scores for all races.   

10.5 
If 5 races or more are sailed, each boat's total score will be the sum of her scores excluding her worst score.  

11. Safety

11.1 
All competitors in dinghy fleets shall wear a Personal Flotation Device (PFD) at all times while racing.  

11.2 
All coach boats must carry and monitor a VHF radio while on the water, and will respond to requests for assistance from the Race Committee.  

12. Prizes


Prizes will be awarded to the first, second and third place for the double handed, single handed and Optimists/Pram. 

13. Registration
13.1    Registration begins at 8:30 hr Sunday September 5th on the Gimli Yacht Club deck.
