1. Organizing Authority
This event is being organized by the Zig Zag Yacht Club in conjunction with the Manitoba Sailing Association and the Canadian Yachting Association.

2. Rules 
The regatta will be governed by 2005 – 2008 Racing Rules of Sailing, International Sailing Federation, the prescriptions of the Canadian Yachting Association, the rules of the Class Associations, except any of those that are changed by the sailing instructions, and by the sailing instructions. 

3. Sailing Instructions

Sailing Instructions will be available on the club’s website one week prior to the event and at the registration desk.

4. Entries 
Eligible boats may be entered by completing the Zig Zag Open Form of Entry available at www.zigzagyachtclub.com or at the clubhouse starting at 8:30 AM Saturday. Fees will be $60.00 per competitor before July 5 and $70 after. Included with your entry are two lunches and dinner on Saturday.

5. Fleets 
The regatta will have two fleets, each with their own start and course. The International Opti fleet and an Open Class which will be scored using the Portsmouth Number (D-PN).

6. Schedule of Races 
Skipper’s Meeting will convene at 0945h on Saturday.

10 short races are scheduled. The first warning signal of the day is scheduled for 1055h on Saturday, July 7 and 0955h on Sunday, July 8. 

7. Eligibility 
All competitors must be members in good standing of the CYA or their International Governing Authority. Proof of membership must be produced at the Race Committee’s request.

8. Scoring 

The Low Point scoring system, Appendix A2.2 of the racing rules, will apply. 10 races are scheduled, of which 3 races shall be completed to constitute a series. If 5 or more races are completed, each yachts total score will be the sum of her scores for all races excluding her worst score. If 10 races are completed, each yachts total score will be the sum of her scores for all races excluding her two worst scores. 

9. Measurement 
All boats entered shall comply with measurement regulations and their class rules.

10. Safety 
All competitors in dinghy fleets shall wear an approved Personal Flotation Device (PFD) at all times while on the water. There will be no exception and no further warning. Competitors in violation will be disqualified without recourse.

11. Prizes 
Each class will be awarded a medal for the First, Second and Third place. The winner of the Open Class will be awarded the Zig Zag Yacht Club Open Sailing Regatta Trophy; the winner of the Pram Class will be awarded the Pram Class Trophy.
