ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY


The regatta is open to all boats of all classes. All competitors are required to hold membership with their ISAF Member National Authority.  Only CYA members are eligible for prizes. Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, to Darcy Baker by June 22nd 2007. FLEETS


If seven or more boats of the same class registered 15 minutes pior to the competitor meeting will constitute a fleet. An Open Class will be run to accommodate those boats that cannot constitute a fleet and will be scored using the Portsmouth numbers.

THE COURSES

For the racing fleets there will be a trapezoid course with a broad reach finish.  The Optimist fleet will be sailing on a separate course close to the Falcon Yacht Club.

PENALTY SYSTEM


For the Catamaran classes and 29er Class, rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.

SCORING


Number of races scheduled is 12.

One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

When 10 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

SUPPORT or COACH BOATS


Support or coachboats shall mark both sides of the motor with a provided letter C. All Coach boats will be expected to carry and monitor a VHF radio while on the water, and will respond to requests for assistance from the Race Committee.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

CYA medals will be awarded to the top three finishers aged 16 years & under in all classes / 15 & Under in Opti
