ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee to the Royal Victoria Yacht Club by June 13, 2008.  Cheques must be payable to “Royal Victoria Yacht Club” and mailed to SailWest 2008 c/o Royal Victoria Yacht Club, 3475 Ripon Road, Victoria, B.C., V8R 6H1.  Or by completing the online form at www.rvyc.bc.ca/sailwest2008
3.2
Five or more boats of the same class are required to register by 0830 on July 4 to constitute a fleet.

3.4
An open class will be run to accommodate those boats that cannot constitute a fleet and will be scored using the current wind adjusted Portsmouth numbers.

3.5
All competitors are eligible for the Western Canadian Championship trophies for 29er, Laser, Radial Male, Radial Female, and Byte classes.

3.6
Competitors aged 18 or under as of December 31, 2008 are eligible for the 18 & under Laser championship trophy.

3.7
Competitors aged 16 or under as of December 31, 2008 are eligible for CYA mdeals for the 16 & under 29er, Laser, Radial, and Byte classes.

Competitors aged 15 or under as of December 31, 2008 are eligible for CYA medals in the Optimist class.

PENALTY SYSTEM

For the  29er class, rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.

SCORING

10.1
The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply.

10.2
One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.  The maximum number of scheduled races will be 12.
10.3
a)
When fewer than 6 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)
When 6 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

SUPPORT OR COACH BOATS


Support or coach boats shall mark both sides of the motor with a provided letter C plus a number for identification. All coach boats will be expected to carry and monitor a VHF radio while on the water, and will respond to requests for assistance from the Race Committee.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

All boats shall have a minimum 5M x 7mm diameter painter line that must be attached to their mast when on the water.

15.2
All competitors are required to wear a DOT approved PFD at all times while afloat. The PFD may be temporarily removed while adjusting clothing. This changes the Preamble to Part 4 of the RRS. This also changes RRS 40.1.

INSURANCE

Each Participating Boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $1,000,000 per event or equivalent

RIGHT TO USE NAME AND LIKENESS
In participating in an event, a competitor automatically grants to the Organizing Authority and the sponsors of the event, the right in perpetuity, to make, use and show, from time to time and at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or film television and other reproductions of him/her during the period of the competition for the said event in which the competitor participates and in all material related to the said event without compensation.
