Selection Criteria for the 2009 Canada Summer Games 

Competitors who want to qualify for the CSG have to indicate their intent to qualify by signing the attached form and returning it to the Head Coach of the MSA by June 1, 2009.

This Selection Criteria and the Notices of Race will be published on the website www.sailmanitoba.com by February. The Qualifiers will be held in the following events:

For each class where we have more competitors than positions we will hold the following qualifying regattas: 

	1. Qualifier at the Viking Cup
at the Gimli Yacht Club on June 13/14, 2009



	2. Qualifier at the Falcon open

at the Falcon Yacht Club in June 27/28, 2009




	3. Qualifier at the Zig Zag open

at the Zig Zag Yacht Club in July 4-6, 2009




The qualifying regattas will be conducted according to the sailing instructions of the events as prepared by the host yacht club and its race committee. 

The competitors who are attempting to qualify will be ranked according to their placing within each class at each of the regattas. The points for each regatta will be added together at the end of the series. After adding the results of the three qualifiers the highest placed competitor will qualify first and the next placed competitor will be the alternate.
All sailors born in 1988 or later are eligible to qualify for the Laser male, Laser radial female and 29er male and female events. 

Competitors who are selected must match the competitor’s eligibility rules of the Canada Summer Games, be a member of a Yacht Club and be a member of CYA. Competitors do not have to be a member of the MSA to compete in the qualifier; however the finalists must join the Manitoba Sailing Team as a full team member, and meet the above criteria.  Competitors are reminded that they must be a member of a Yacht Club and CYA to compete in the qualification events.

The decision to compete in the CSG on the Manitoba Sailing Team is a serious commitment and it is mandatory to attend the announced team events in 2009. 
If a competitor is not able to participate in these events a request must be made to the Team Committee stating the reason and showing a detailed training plan leading up to the CSG. The Team Committee will then make a final decision if this competitor is eligible to compete for Manitoba. If the competitor cannot fulfill the requirements, the alternate will be declared to be the Manitoba representative at the CSG. 

The MSA Team Committee is responsible for making all decisions in respect of selection for the CSG. The MSA Board of Directors is the highest authority that appeals can be made to for the CSG team selection
