SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1. RULES The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board, located on the dock.

3. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS Any change in the sailing instructions that start to take effect Saturday will be posted before 10:00AM that day while those that start to take effect Sunday will be posted before 9:00AM that day.

4. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the flag pole on the dock.

4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 15 minutes’ in race signal AP.

5. SCHEDULE OF RACES Ten races are scheduled. The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race  is 11:00AM on Saturday and 10:00AM on Sunday. There will be no races started after 15:30 on Saturday provided 4 or more races have been completed. No warning signals shall be given after 14:30 on Sunday 

6. CLASS FLAGS

OPEN CLASS (all entrants except Optimists)

Numeral Pennant 2.
7. THE COURSES

 Courses to be sailed will be described at the Competitors’ Information Meeting. 10:00am Saturday.
8. MARKS 

8.1 Marks will be orange triangles.

9. THE START

For all classes, the starting line will be between the RC flag staff on the race committee signal boat at the starboard end and an orange triangle buoy mark at the port end.

10. THE FINISH

 For all classes, the finishing line will be between the RC flag staff on the race committee signal boat at the port end and an orange triangle buoy at the starboard end.


11. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

11.1
Protests forms are available on the counter in the clubhouse. Protests shall be delivered there within the protest time limit.

11.2
The protest time limit is 30 min. after the race committee boat reaches shore after the last race of the day.

11.3
Protest notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses.

12. SCORING
12.1
In the Open class, each boat's elapsed time will be corrected with the 2008 Portsmouth Handicap Factor (as posted on the official notice board)
12.2
The Low Point scoring system of Appendix A will apply, with 10 races scheduled of which 1 shall be completed to constitute a series. Competitors will be allowed to discard their worst score when 5 or more races are completed..

13. PRIZES

Awards for top three boats in each class.
