Scoring. The Low Point Scoring System, as described in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of Sailing, will apply.  10 races are scheduled with no drop races of which one race must be completed to constitute a series. Races will be approximately 15 minutes in length.

7. Safety All participants are required to wear a DOT approved PFD when on the water. Inspections will be conducted to insure that all boats comply.  A “3 dump rule” may be in place if required, if you do 3 wet dumps without a dry suit or double wetsuit, you may be asked to go in.

8. Entry Fee
No fee.

9. Accommodations. Sailors can camp at Regina Sailing Club, at Sask Beach. The Regina SC Icebreaker regatta will commence on Sunday the 18th and Monday the 19th.
10. CYA Discipline Code it is expected that all athletes and coaches attending this event will respect and adhere to the CYA Discipline Code.
